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Compare and Contrast Essay
Assignment: Write a formal essay comparing and contrasting “I Am David” (the book) and “I Am David” (the movie).

Criteria:
-Follow all set criteria outlined in your “How to Write a Compare and Contrast Essay” notes.


->You may choose either structure 1 or 2 to format your essay.

-Your completed assignment must include:

1) A direct linear outline showing all the major points you intend to address in your essay.

2) One rough copy of your essay complete with editing notes performed by yourself.  (handwritten)

-Editing notes must be of a different colour than the writing.

3) One rough second draft copy of your essay complete with editing notes performed by one other students (each student will edit one essay).

-The student who edited must date and sign the copy.  They will be assessed on how well they edit the piece as part of their overall essay mark.

4) One complete compare and contrast essay (good copy)




-The essay must be typed with proper formatting:

-> Name, date, teacher, and class in top, right-hand corner of first page.

-> Proper title to your essay
-> Introduction, body paragraphs, conclusions

-> Page numbers and 1.5 spacing

-All the previously mentioned components must be stapled or clipped together and handed in by the due date. (Friday, March 18)

-Length: Your essay should be of an adequate length to fully compare and contrast the movie and the book.  I strongly suggest this will take between 600-1200 words (although 600 words would be a bit light on the detail if you intend to do well on this essay).

Process:

-follow the numbers set in the criteria:

1) Make an outline (some may like to make a graphic organizer to assist with the linear one)



2) Write a rough copy (handwritten) and edit yourself
3) Type a second draft with previous corrections.  Then have a fellow student edit.



4) Make final corrections, final thoughts, print, and hand it in before March 18.
